Cultural intelligence or cultural quotient (CQ) is a term used in education. academic research and world
of administration. Cultural intelligence is ‘the capability to relate and work effectively across cultures’.
Originally, the term cultural intelligence and the abbreviation “CQ" was developed by Soon Ang and
Linn Van Dyne as a research-based way of measuring and predicting intercultural performance. The
term is relatively recent: early definitions and concepts were given by P. Christopher Earley and Soon
Ang in the book “Cultural Intelligence: Individual Interaction Across Cultures’ and more fully developed
later by David Livemore in the book *Leading with Cultural Intelligence'.
